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This is a Companion document to Good for Health, Good for Regeneration, Good for 
Belfast, Indicators to monitor Urban Development, A discussion document, 
December 2011, published jointly by the participating organisations and available at 
www.belfasthealthycities.com/publications. The data for some of the indicators 
contained within the discussion document is not currently being collected in Northern 
Ireland. Therefore, the next step of the project is to identify priorities for data 
collection and to assess the feasibility of collecting the data required, at what level 
and in what format. 
 
While work is being undertaken to establish data collection, collation and analysis for 
the indicator set, a series of checklists have been developed to assess urban 
regeneration proposal prospectively.  The foundation for the checklists is the same 
set of factors important to regeneration & health as was used to generate the 
indicator sets. 
 
This document presents the checklists for the economic, environmental, social, and 
access domains; the checklists for the community and neighbourhood and the results 
of piloting the checklist in proposals by the East & South Belfast Partnerships areas. 
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Purpose of the document 
 
This series of checklists was originated at the request of the five Area Partnerships in 
Belfast to support the prospective assessment of urban regeneration proposals. The 
foundation for these checklists is the same set of factors important to regeneration 
and health that was used to develop the indicator set featured in the companion 
document, Good for Regeneration, Good for Health, Good for Belfast: Indicators to 
Monitor Urban Development, a Discussion document.  
 
Both pieces of work were completed in Belfast during its membership of the URBACT 
II project “Building Healthy Communities. Belfast City Council was the Administering 
Organisation for the project, supported by Belfast Healthy Cities, which involved a 
partnership of city-based and regional organisations in the public and community 
sectors. For further information on the EU Urbact II “Building Healthy Communities” 
collaboration, please refer to Good for Regeneration, Good for Health, Good for 
Belfast: Indicators to Monitor Urban Development, a Discussion document. 
 
The suggested audience for these checklists are: 

• Councillors, policy-makers, planners, and health professionals and public 
health practitioners; 

• Local government, particularly officers in regeneration, housing, planning, 
environmental health, and economic development; 

• Statutory agencies; 

• Government departments; 

• The voluntary and community sector; 

• Developers in the private sector. 
 
Apart from a brief introduction, this document includes  

• A series of checklists with instructions on how to use them; 

• Templates for recording the results of using the checklists, which can be used 
as the basis for a report; 

• Two case-studies showing the results of using the checklists on two 
regeneration proposals, one in East Belfast and one in South Belfast; 

• A brief outline of the changes made to the indicator set and the checklists as 
a result of the pilots. 

 

Introduction to the Checklists 
 
There are seven checklists in the series: 

• “Headline” Checklist; 

• Key Community and Neighbourhood Checklist; 

• Economic Checklist; 

• Social Checklist; 

• Environmental Checklist; 

• Access Checklist; 

• Full Community and Neighbourhood Checklist. 
 
The checklists are presented according to the framework used to “house” the 
indicators in the companion document, “Good for Regeneration, Good for Health, 
Good for Belfast: Indicators to Monitor Urban Development, a Discussion document”, 
and the wording of the questions in each checklist is based on the indicator titles in 
the relevant domains and in the Community and Neighbourhood Profile.

Using the checklists 
Choosing which checklists to use 
 
It is suggested that the Headline Checklist and the Key Community and 
Neighbourhood Checklist could be used to assess the overall potential of any urban 
development proposal at various stages in its development and to support successful 
regeneration and increased community health and well-being.  
 
The four “domain” checklists – Economic, Social, Environmental, and Access – and 
the Full Community and Neighbourhood Checklist can be used to obtain greater 
insight into: 

• how the proposal could bring benefits to the community in terms of both 
regeneration and health; 

• which parts of the proposal could be enhanced to enable greater value to be 
obtained for the organisations, businesses and communities concerned. 

 
Who can use the checklists? 
 
The checklists are simple in structure to facilitate their use by a variety of people and 
by different types of organisation, agency or business. 
 
The checklists can be completed by an individual, or by two or more people. In the 
latter situation, responding to the questions is likely to generate discussion, which 
could lead to identifying a greater number of suggestions to enhance the proposal to 
gain added value for both regeneration and health. 
 
The checklists can also be used in a focus group or workshop setting, in which one 
or more facilitators work through the questions with a group of people, and facilitate 
the discussion and record the group’s responses. 
 
How are the checklists structured? 
 
Each checklist is divided into small sections, which deal with different topics. For 
instance, in the Economic Checklist, there are sections dealing with job creation and 
local business activity, among others.  
 
Each section includes two or more “closed” questions. For each “closed” question, 
there are three possible answers: 

1. “Yes”; 
2. “No”; 
3. “Don’t know”. 

At the end of each section, there is an “open” question asking how the effects 
identified are likely to be achieved or brought about. 
 
How to complete the checklist 
 
When responding to the “closed” questions in each section, mark which of the three 
answers is relevant. If the question is not applicable to the particular proposal, record 
this as “N/A” in the boxes, or strike a line through them.  
 
When responding to the “open” question at the end of each section, briefly outline 
how the effects identified are likely to be achieved or brought about. 
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Interpreting the responses to checklist questions 
 
Headline Checklist  
 
When interpreting the responses to headline checklist questions, it is important to 
identify whether there is a positive effect of the proposal on regeneration in any of the 
four domains – Economic, Social, Environmental, and Access. 
 
Key Community and Neighbourhood Checklist 
 
When interpreting the responses to checklist questions, it is important to identify 
whether there is a positive effect of the proposal by reducing inequalities in any of the 
four domains – Economic, Social, Environmental, and Access. 
 
Domain Checklists and Full Community and Neighbourhood Checklist 
 
When interpreting the responses to checklist questions, it is important to identify: 

• Which topics will be affected positively  
NB: “Yes” in response to a question does not always mean there is a positive 
effect – it depends on the context 

• What the implications might be for future work on the proposal or its 
implementation  
Where a negative effect may have been identified, this presents an obvious 
area of future work. However, it is also possible to identify areas for future 
work when the effect is positive, because there may be something that can be 
done to enhance the positive effect; similarly, a “Don’t know” answer may 
indicate part of the proposal may need developing (although it could also 
mean that more information about the proposal is needed). 

 
Using the templates to record the results 
 
There are four templates for recording the results: 

• Results Template for the Headline Checklist;  

• Results Template for the Key Community and Neighbourhood Checklist; 

• A combined Results Template for the Domain Checklists – Economic, Social, 
Environmental and Access; 

• Results Template for the Full Community and Neighbourhood Checklist.  
 
Results Template for the Headline Checklist 
 
This template is divided into two rows: 

1. An upper row of boxes to record positive “headline” effects in relation to 
regeneration in the four domains; 

2. A lower row of boxes to record positive effects in relation to reducing 
“headline” inequalities in relation to the four main domains. 

 
For this template, if a positive effect of the proposal has been identified for: 

• the headline question concerning regeneration in one or more of the four 
domains, use shading to indicate this in the relevant box of the upper row of 
the template; 

• the headline “inequalities” question in one or more of the four domains, 
use shading to indicate this in the relevant box of the lower row of the 
template. [NB: The “inequalities” questions in the Headline Checklist are 
those which have shading behind them.] 
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The boxes are large enough to contain information if it is thought important to specify 
which groups might benefit. 
 
Using the template in this way should give readers a highly visual and accessible 
representation of which domains will be affected positively by the proposal, and 
whether there will be potential for the proposal to reduce inequalities in any of the 
domains. Presenting the information in this way could also be used to stimulate 
suggestions for other changes if a headline positive effect is not likely to be achieved 
in a domain or domains where it was anticipated. 

 
Results Template for the Key Community and Neighbourhood Checklist 
 
This template is one row of boxes in which to record the positive effects of 
regeneration on the following key community and neighbourhood topics: 

• Socio-demography; 

• Self-reported health status; 

• Quality of life; 

• Childhood development. 
 
For this template, if a positive effect of regeneration has been identified for any of 
the four main topics covered by the key community and neighbourhood questions, 
use shading to indicate this in the relevant box. 
 
The boxes are large enough to contain information if it is thought important to specify 
which groups might benefit. 
 
Using the template in this way should give readers a highly visual and accessible 
representation of which key community and neighbourhood factors will be affected 
positively by the proposal. Presenting the information in this way could also be used 
to stimulate suggestions for other changes, if a headline positive effect is not likely to 
be achieved in a key community and neighbourhood topic or topics where it was 
anticipated. 
 
Results Templates for the Domain Checklists and the Full Community and 
Neighbourhood Checklist  
 
For these two templates, there are two types of result to record: 

1. The areas affected positively 
The easiest option is to list the “headings” for each section in the checklist 
which are likely to be affected positively – if greater specificity is required, 
then the wording of specific questions can be adapted; 

2. The areas for future work 
Make a brief suggestion about what could be done to avoid or minimise any 
negative effects and/or enhance any positive effects that have been identified 
for the domain or the community and neighbourhood profile.  

 
Use the completed templates in the report. 
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Writing up the results 
 
In addition to the presenting completed templates, when writing up the results, it is 
helpful to include the following: 

• A brief description of the proposal; 

• An overview or summary of the results. 
 
It is also important to record whether the proposal will result in any population 
movements for the area (both inward and outward migration). 
 
Refer to case-studies 1 and 2 as examples of a report including completed 
templates.  
 
The report can then be used to help develop the regeneration proposal so that 
maximum value can be obtained for both regeneration and community health and 
well-being, by working on the factors that are common to the improvement of both.

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Case-study 1: Piloting the checklist series on the proposal  
to develop Templemore Avenue School, East Belfast 

 
Introduction to the proposal 

Templemore Avenue School was opened on 2 July 1926 to be a public elementary 
school for 912 pupils in Ballymacarrett. It was designed as a two-storey red-brick 
building with no playground.  
 
The school closed in 1976, when it had only 197 pupils registered on the roll. 
 
Templemore Avenue School is a B1 listed building. The current structure and layout 
of the building will be used to develop the East Belfast Network Centre, a project 
overseen by the East Belfast Community Development Agency, through the 
guidance of an intersectoral multidisciplinary Steering Group. 
 
Several community and voluntary organisations will operate from the Network 
Centre, and provide services not only to the community in the immediate area but 
also to the wider area of East Belfast. The services will include: 

• Community development support; 

• Family support services; 

• Health development programmes; 

• Library; 

• Drugs education programme; 

• Community office for the Police Service Northern Ireland (PSNI); 

• Advice services; 

• Café/restaurant. 

• Meeting rooms; 

• Arts and exhibition space. 
 

 
Results of using the checklists 

 
For this case-study, the checklists were used in a workshop setting, led by two 
facilitators. Workshop participants were representatives from some of the service 
providers intending to work from the redeveloped Templemore Avenue School site. 
 
Overview 
It is likely that the proposal to develop the Temple Avenue School Network Centre 
will be highly beneficial for social regeneration for the immediate community, and 
also for the wider population in East Belfast (see Results Matrix). The proposal is 
likely to reduce inequalities in the social domain, and implementation may reduce 
inequalities in the environmental domain by encouraging the use of green space. 
 
The proposal will also have beneficial effects with respect to economic 
regeneration, particularly for the social economy, and it might also reduce the 
inequalities experienced by some members of the community in the economic 
domain.

In terms of the Key Community and Neighbourhood Profile the proposal is likely 
to be positive for the existing community in the area, with no displacement of local 
people.  
 
One of the main groups to benefit from the regeneration of Templemore Avenue 
School will be young children and their families, but access to health-related 
programmes will also be beneficial for other groups in the community. In addition, 
there are opportunities to reduce the level of social isolation in the community. The 
local environment will be improved, and it is likely that some of these improvements 
will lead to feelings of greater safety at night. A small number of jobs will be created 
directly.

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Case-study 2: Piloting the checklist series on the proposal for  
a major housing redevelopment programme in  
the Village Urban Renewal Area, South Belfast 

 
 

Introduction to the proposal 
The Village Urban Renewal Area (URA) in South Belfast has high levels of housing 
unfitness (34%), and a rapidly declining population base, which has been 
exacerbated by the availability of housing that is not suitable for families. 
 
The proposal for housing redevelopment has been put forward by the Greater Village 
Regeneration Trust (GVRT) working in partnership with the local community, the 
Northern Ireland Housing Executive (NIHE), HELM Housing Association, FOLD 
Housing Association, Hearth Housing Association, and Blackstaff Homeowners 
Association among others. The redevelopment is being funded by the Department for 
Social Development (DSD). 
 
The proposal is: 

• To demolish 528 houses; 

• To build 270 new homes, incorporating new technologies; 

• To improve other houses in the area through encouraging residents to apply 
for Home Improvement grants; 

• To bring more than 30 blocked-up houses in the area back into use. 
The demolition and construction will affect 40% of the Village URA, and 
refurbishments will affect properties in the remaining 60% of the area. 
 
In addition, the GVRT has been working with private developers to encourage the 
construction of further residential units on brownfield sites in the area. 
 
There is a high proportion of older people living in the Greater Village area, and it is 
recognised that during construction and re-housing, this proposal may have harmful 
effects on the health and well-being of this vulnerable group in the community. 
 

Results using the checklists 
For this case-study, the checklists were completed by two officers involved in the 
development of the proposal. 
 
Overview 
It is likely that the proposal for this major housing redevelopment in the Village Urban 
Renewal Area of South Belfast will be highly beneficial for both social 
regeneration and environmental regeneration. Moreover, the proposal is likely to 
reduce inequalities in both the social and the environmental domains. 
 
The proposal will also have beneficial effects with respect to economic 
regeneration, in terms of providing employment during construction, which will also 
include apprenticeships for young people. The development could attract inward 
investment from the private sector, as well as funds invested by the Department for 
Social Development. 
 
In terms of access, the standard of housing in the area will be improved, which will 
be of particular benefit to vulnerable groups in the community, e.g. older people, 
children, and people with a physical disability. Finally, an increase in the number of 
leisure and recreation opportunities that are free will benefit everyone.

In terms of the Key Community and Neighbourhood Profile, the proposal will be 
generally positive for the existing community in terms of self-reported health status 
for both adults and children (see Results Matrix), but there is likely to be a movement 
of people into and out of the area, with a net increase in population. Decanting during 
construction could mean that some people/families do not move back into the area 
after redevelopment, which could be harmful to the health and well-being of some. 
 
The main benefits from the proposal to the community and neighbourhood will be an 
improvement in the housing stock, both new and refurbished, with associated 
environmental improvements in both the town- and landscape.  
 
The groups in the community most likely to benefit from the proposal are people on 
the housing waiting list and in temporary accommodation, social housing applicants 
with a housing stress score of >70, children, especially those currently living in 
homes that do not meet the Decent Homes Standard, and people currently in fuel 
poverty.  
 
Some people’s employment status will change as a result of the jobs generated 
during construction, and there will be apprenticeships for some young people. There 
is the potential to reduce road traffic accidents through traffic management, and the 
risk of injury or fatality from fires in the home may be reduced, especially for children.
